Late Work Policy:

Evaluations:
Homework/Assignments/Projects –

It is imperative that students manage their time wisely to complete assignments and project in class.
“Warm Ups” – 

Every day, you will have the first 10-15 minutes to complete the warm up activity. You must have a designated section of your notebook or binder specifically for warm ups. Warm ups will take the form of article analysis, revision of previous material, and current event reflections. Warm ups will be collected and graded at the end of each unit.

Tests – 

At the end of each unit you will be required to complete a form of assessment.  Usually this will be an exam but for some of the units your test may be in the form of a presentation, project, or report. 
Classroom & Chromebook Rules:

Be Respectful: Show respect to all teachers and students. Absolutely no foul language, name-calling or bullying will be tolerated. Show respect to all school property, especially the Chromebooks. 

Be Responsible: You must come prepared for class with the appropriate materials and attitude every day. Do all assignments to the best of your ability and turn them in on time.
